EXAMPLES of LESSON STAGES/STEPS

Ice Breaker:
Is it natural language?

1. Intro – “This is  target language/grammar point. . . “
2. write 3 things about themselves
3. elicit answers

Warm-up: 
Make sure of interaction

1. Intro – explain differences in target language
2. Practice – use target language in Listen and Repeat exercise

3. Summary – introduce differences in types of target language usage

(i.e., conversation, accomplishment, real world situation, etc.)

Application:
Bring the target language/grammar point to understanding

1. Reinforce the students comprehension of the target language
2. Is the student able to use the target language in a timely fashion?
(real world situations, role plays, tasks)
3. Can the student maintain the target language in conversation?
Picture Speculation: What is the connection between stages and/or steps? 



(i.e., What is the purpose?)

Listen & Repeat:
 Focus on pronunciation
1. How does the student understand what is being said?

2. What is the meaning?

Review: 
Make sure of comprehension

1. Intro – “Let’s review. . . target language/grammar point. . . “
2. Use written examples from Ice Breaker in target language
3. Continue a positive, relaxed atmosphere

SUGGESTIONS: for effective Stage/Step development:

1. Drills should not take a lot of time.

2. Use self generated drills (i.e., student created)

3. Don’t worry about verbatim, rather make sure the student understands the idea, first. (i.e., understanding the meaning of the lesson)

4. Keep a positive, relaxed atmosphere

5. Tailor the language appropriately for the student level

QUESTIONS for effective Stage/Step development: 

1. What is my objective? (Make it clear. Follow a logical order to achieve the objective (with relevant examples and/or task based activities)

2. How do I reach my objective?

3. How are the steps connected?
